1. PowerPoint Presentations
A slide show has been provided for each lesson for the preacher or Bible 

class teacher.

2. Bible Class Discussion Questions
These questions will be covered in the outline and manuscript and give the 

teacher a great way to introduce discussion in the class.

3. Individual Study Guides
Each study guide is a list of questions that can be answered as a person reads 

through the commentaries. These questions are important for those who are 
using the material in personal work studies.

4. Sermon Approaches
We have provided sermon approaches on the topics covered in the lessons as 

a beginning point for the preacher to use.

5. Further Resources
Each lesson offers an additional study that may be of help to the teacher or 

preacher. For personal study, these may help answer numerous questions the 
student may have.

Each Lesson Plan contains multiple supplemental resources which can be 
used for a Bible class, a sermon, and/or personal study. At the top of each Lesson 
Plan sheet, one can find the page numbers in The Life of Christ 1 or 2 that will be 
covered in that lesson. 

The Lesson Plan includes an outline and a manuscript. The outline is 2 to 
6 pages and covers the material in the corresponding commentary section. This 
design will help guide a Bible class teacher through the lesson or potentially help the 
preacher develop the sermon. Each outline has been reworked into a manuscript to 
allow a teacher to be able to read directly to the class or students. 

In addition to the Lesson Plan, many resources are provided. These resources 
include the following:
