We  
endeavor to provide a printed preacher school to help 
anyone on earth in need of it.

At TFTWMS, we keep two goals in mind. First, 
we seek never to turn anyone away. We venture to  
supply regular printed biblical training free of charge 
to anyone who is interested in preaching or teaching 
the gospel. Second, we are covering the globe with 
high-quality, faithful Bible courses. We are now ship-
ping these studies to great numbers of people, the ma-
jority of whom are men who preach the gospel. The 
recipients of these materials live in about 75 percent of 
the populated land area of the world. This school has 
become by far the largest preacher school among the 
churches of Christ.

In the last six months, the site  
www.biblecourses.com has received 52,000 visits 
from seekers in 162 nations.

 SCHOOL OF BIBLICAL STUDIES

church in Ghana, is presenting one volume of the 
Truth for Today Commentary series to brother Adu. 
Dennis has organized a Reading-based School of Bib-
lical Studies at the Apowa church of Christ where he 
preaches. He is the dean of the RSBS school there. 
He has spread the word about the RSBS program 
and now has as many as 30 students drawn from 9  
congregations of the church of Christ. 

 TFTWMS began the Reading-based School of Bibli-
cal Studies program in 2010. There is a great need for a  
sound, effective, and economical program that will train 
national preachers and teachers. RSBS achieves those 
goals by going to the students rather than requiring  
them to travel to a faraway school. Classes meet locally 
once a week under the guidance of a dean. They receive 
study guides and tests over the material they have studied 
in the Truth for Today Commentary series. Those who 
maintain a grade average of “C” or better receive their 
commentaries for free. Students earn certification for 
completing each year of the seven-year program.

 Students participating in RSBS classes are able 
to continue with their jobs and family life while they  
receive a thorough education in the Holy Scriptures.

Teaching materials in seventeen different languages 
of the earth are available for study or delivery world-
wide, wherever they are needed .

 In November, a translator for the Hindi language 
material in India sent an e-mail to TFTWMS. A man in 
Durg, India, had received some Hindi-translated copies 
of Seeking a Better Life. The book is a self-contained 
home Bible study that includes a New Testament. He

said that he himself was blessed after reading this 
book, and he shared a carton of the books with others. 
He told that early one morning he received a telephone 
call from some remote area of Chhattisgarh. The man 
who phoned him was so excited after reading the book 
that he wanted to share his joy. He expressed thanks 
for the efforts to make this book available for the  
common people in their own language.

In southwestern India, Kerala State, an effort is
being organized to bring Malayalam-translated Bible 
literature to the Marthoma people. Christianity there 
has been based on the teachings of the apostle Thom-
as, whom the people claim arrived in Kerala around 
A.D. 52. They have reformed their religion several 
times over the centuries. Receiving the book Seeking 
a Better Life in their own language will reveal to them 
the doctrine of Christ in its original form as taught by 
the apostles.
